Here are a few expectations and requirements for the course.  Please ask if you are unsure about any of the following:

1. BE ON TIME: Classes begin promptly. If you are late, please enter class quietly and ask another student what you have missed (at the appropriate time). 2. HOMEWORK: Homework checks are given, sometimes frequently.  If for some reason you are late with your homework, 10% per Day One will be deducted, except in very specific circumstances.
